w Speaking & Listening

This term the children will focus on developing their speaking and listening
skills. There will be a greater emphasis on learning nursery rhymes and
rhythmic songs which will assist the children to identify and listen for rhyme.
The students will be encouraged to become active contributars to class dis-
cussions, sharing their thoughts and experiences appropriately in group
situations.

Writing
Correct writing habits and techniques will be established early on. Letter
formation will be taught systematically and explicitly. Students will be allocat-
ed a handwriting book, which they will work in throughout the year to practise
and consolidate their writing skills. The students will be
supported to communicate and express their ideas through
the combination of letters, words and illustrations.

Reading
Your child has been given a take home book and this book should be shared at
home and brought back to school each day to be changed. Please ensure the
yellow 'Home Reading Diary’ is signed each night so reading progress can be
monitored and celebrated. When sharing the books at home your child should
be encouraged to make predictions about the story from the pictures, dis-
cuss the events in the story and relate it to everyday life. Encourage your
child to find letter sounds and words discussed in the classroom within the
text. Please note that the first books that come home will have no text and
will require lots of creative thinking and fun story telling!

Each week, the children will be introduced to two new letters and they will be
involved in a number of activities based around these sounds.

Shortly, a list of words will be placed inside the

reader cover so children can practise reading and G
identifying common words. s

MATHS

The children will focus on developing their Mathematical vocabulary
and investigating how to make, count and order groups working
with numbers initially up to 10 and beyond.

They will use location words to give and follow directions and learn
how to measure and compare length.

Problem Solving tasks will be set on a weekly basis to further de-
velop and challenge Mathematical thinking.

HUMANITIES

The theme this term is ‘Who am |7

The children will learn to appreciate how all families are different
and family members have roles and responsibilities. Students will
also become more aware of our uniqueness, diversity and achieve-
ments. Much focus will be directed towards the relationship be-
tween social and personal responsibilities. The children have been
receiving pom poms for kind and helpful behaviour (bucket filling).

COMPUTERS

This term the children will familiarise themselves with the parts of
a computer and will develop hand and eye coordination and mouse
contral.

Through the use of the school laptops, iPads and the classroom
Apple TV, students will explore school programs such as 'Galaxy
Kids Maths', ‘Mathletics’ and "Sunshine
Online’ to assist in learning and consoli-
dating a range of curriculum areas.
